Lyndall Miller is the Director of Jewish Early Childhood Education
at the Legacy Heritage Institute for Jewish Early Childhood
Educators at Gratz College. She is responsible for organizing,
developing, and supervising graduate and undergraduate students
working toward their certificates in Jewish early childhood
education.

As Director of the innovative Legacy Heritage Institute, she is
creating a site-based collaborative approach to professional
development for teachers through which they can earn certificates
in Jewish early childhood education within the context of their own
school settings.

Lyndall was a consultant for Jewish early childhood education at
the Auerbach Central Agency for Jewish Education in the
Greater Philadelphia area for 11 years, and previously, worked in
Jewish early childhood education programs, public schools, and
sites for children with special needs.

Lyndall is a frequently requested keynote speaker for conferences
for Jewish early childhood educators. She is also a past co-chair of
the 2004 and 2005 Early Childhood/Day School Conferences of
the Coalition for the Advancement of Jewish Education and a
past co-chair of the National Association for Jewish Early
Childhood Specialists.
